By car:

177 Preston Road is situated opposite Preston Park, half along, on the A23 which is the main route in and out of Brighton.  

There is no immediate on street parking.  The Travel Lodge is 3 buildings along with public parking (see above table for charges).  On the east side of the park is free on street parking.  There are no plans to introduce resident parking, although this is constantly under review by Brighton & Hove City Council.  Any introduction of pay and display will be in line with the rest of the city’s parking fee structure.

Parking facilities at 177 Preston Road:

There is no public parking.  There is a drop off point half way along the north side of the building with direct access to the main lobby and lift.

At the front of the building there is limited disabled parking with access to the lower ground floor and lift.
